Spring Retreat is scheduled for April 28" to May 2" 2010. Unfortunately, the cost of Spring Retreat at Fort Worden has
gone up AGAIN. Full time will be $297 per person, and part time will be $149. These rates include breakfast and dinner
only, with some changes to meal services. For breakfast, we will have quiche or frittata, fresh fruit, breakfast pastry,
coffee, tea, and juice. For dinner, we will have choice from two dinner entrees and dinner will include salad (not salad
bar), rolls, dessert, coffee, tea, and soft drinks. We will be using paper plates instead of china at these meals. The
buffet line we normally had (with the salad bar and hot vegetables) will only be available for one breakfast and one dinner
due to new rules requiring a minimum of 50 people to open that service. For those two meals, there is another group
sharing the dining facilities that will push the attendance over 50.

Fort Worden'’s pricing structure is focused toward larger groups, but becomes a disadvantage for us. If we had 40 full-
time attendees, the price for full-time would drop down to $265 and part-time to $135. (Last year we had 33 attendees,
but only 28 full-time, so it is very doubtful we can find 40 to go.) We need to know very soon how many people are
interested in attending at these new rates with the changes that have now been introduced.

If we can’t commit to at least 32 full-time attendees, we will need to cancel our reservation at Ft

Worden quickly so we can get most of our deposit back. | need to know BEFORE our next guild

Challenge : Literature of the 1950s. The maximum size of Challenge entries is 120 inches perimeter. As in thepast Challenge entries
will be voted upon by guild members at the January guild meeting.

For Sale: If you wish your entry to be listed “for sale,” p lease mark the box on the entry form and be sure toprovide all of the
necessary details, including price, to Member’s Boutique chairs who will oversee the sale of member’s items during the show. The
guild is to receive 10% of the sale price of memberitems sold at the quilt show.

How to submit your entry : Complete a separate entry form for each item you wish to enter in the quilt show. Make and keep a copy
for your records before sending your entry form.  Entries may be sent as an email attachment to_notyne2quilt@msn.com or by US
mail to Karen Knowlton, 923 - 19th Street, Port Townsend, WA 98368 — one copy only -and with a SASE (self-addressed, stamped
envelope) if mailed. Karen will return a numbere d ID form to you. This ID form is to be attached t o, and remain with, your entry

until it is returned to you after the show. (If yo u are able to attach your completed entry form as an email attachment to Karen that
should work.)

Sleeves: 4-inch sleeves are required on all quilts wider th an 24 inches. If the width of your quilt is more t han 118 inches,
or is an unusual shape such as round, star, etc., asleeve is not required. Oversized quilts (note size) will need to be folded
and pinned to conform to the width and length of di splay space.

Hanging Instructions : If the top of your quilt is not clear, be sure to mark “top.”

Under Comments : (maximum 35 words) In addition to what inspired you to make the entry, give credit to the source of the pattern,
technique, or method. Tell about special techniques used (embellishments, adornments, thread painting, etc.), and be sure to give
credit to participants in a Group entry — especiall y the name of the quilter. Also tell for whom the quilt was made. If your “story” is
more extensive, you may wish to type a separate write-up and slip it into a plastic binder sleeve so that it can be displayed with your
quilt at the quilt show.

Deadline: All entry forms must be received by Karen Knowlto n no later than January 15, 2010.

Withdrawals : If, after submitting your entry form, your item must be withdrawn for any reason, inform Karen Know Iton as soon as
possible. She, in turn, must notify Geniene Welch (in charge of show hanging) and Bonnie Isaacs (in targe of show catalog), and likely
others.

Drop-off Instructions:  Between February 13 - 16 your entry items are tobe taken to one of the drop-off locations listed by Andrea
Rudman, Drop-Off chair. Each entry must have the numbered ID form sent to you by Karen. This ID form is to be attached to your
quilt/entry and remain there until it is returned t o you after the show.

Safety: Be sure that your name is on your entry items. It is also wise to photograph your entry before tak ing it to a drop-off location.
