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Karen O’Grady shows us cathedral windows made 
simple with a fabric pealed back technique that gives 
the quilt more dimension. 
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Ann Trujillo will try to take some of the mystery out of 
foundation piecing.  She will show using both freezer 
paper (no sewing through paper), and newsprint 
(sewing through the paper).  She will bring examples of 
large projects and also small intricate possibilities.
