BYLAWS

VI. Officers

B. Officers will be elected at the August meeting and take office at the September meeting for one (1)
year. No officer shall serve for more than two consecutive terms in the same position. In the absence
of a new candidate the Board may waive this limitation, however the existing officer is in no way
required to continue for another term.

VII. Duties

E. Treasurer

3. The Treasurer shall be present at both days of the annual quilt show at the following times: the
morning opening of each day of the show, at noon of each day of the show, and at the close of each
day of the show to set up change boxes, get changes necessary and pick up gate receipts. In the
absence of the Treasurer, the Co-Chair of the Quilt Show will delegate toperform these duties.

IX. Committees

A. Standing Committees of the organization are: Kitsap Cuddles, Bylaws, Challenge Quilts,
Christmas Block Exchange, Doll Quilts, Education, Fat Quarter Exchange, Friendship Block, Gadget
Library, Guilt Auction, Historian, Holiday Potluck, Hospitality, In-house Quilt, Library, Membership,
Newsletter, Nominating, Picnic, Quilt Show, Raffle Quilt, Retreat-Fall, Retreat-Spring, Scholarship,
Secret Pals, Sunshine, Finance, Web Master, Hospice Quilts, Raffle Quilt Ticket Sales, Small
Groups.

B. No member shall serve as Committee Chair for a period of more than two consecutive terms.
In the absence of a new candidate the Board may waive this limitation; however the existing
chairperson is in no way required to continue for another term.

STANDING RULES

2. Responsibilities of Membership

A. Each member is encouraged to work a minimum of 4 hours on each Quilt Show and-upen-deing-se
can-attend-the Quilt Show free-:

4. DUES Current annual dues are $24. $12 for members over the age of 80 For those
members who have reached their 80" birthday on or before the September dues-paying meeting,
having been members in good standing for the prior 5 or more years shall be granted “distinguished
member” status and as such be exempt from annual dues.

Will be maintained for the purpose of scheduling auctions, along with the Pregram-Chair Vice
President. anrannualauction Kitsap Quilters will be beneficiary of 20% of the proceeds from
member auctioned items and 30% from non-member auctioned items.
