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Reynola Pakusich is a third
generation member from a
family of quilters who settled
in Eastern Washington and
Idaho. She began quilting
seriously in the 1970's and
teaching for quilt shops
shortly afterward. She has
had numerous photos of her
quilts published in books and
magazines, as well as several
one woman shows. Reynola
retired from 30 years of public
school teaching in Sedro-
Woolley School District and

: now combines quilting with
her husband’s interests of fishing and hunting (i.e. paper piecing in
a car, boat, on a ferry or working by gas light at a lake cabin.)
Residing in Bellingham, Washington, she is an active member of
several Northwest Washington quilt/study groups and continues to
take workshops, attend lectures, and experiments with the latest
techniques to keep herself on the cutting edge of the craft.

As an Artist she says, "In my work | begin with the fabrics — seeking
to see what shapes that special fabric might want to be cut into,
what kinds of fabric textures, colors and values might support that
special piece. The fabrics seem to almost speak — rejecting,
accepting and sometimes eagerly clicking with one another."

Reynola will speak on ways to use ethnic- (Japanese, African and
Indonesian) and hand designed fabrics in quilts. The lecture
suggests a variety of answers to the questions: What will | do with
this beautiful fabric? How can | bear to cut it?
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Kitsap Quilters was established to foster & encourage the art of

quilting, both in its traditional approach & its contemporary adaptation, to bring together those who love the art form & to
share the art form with the community.

Holiday & Special Occasion: A quilt which has been made to celebrate a holiday or a special occasion

such as a new baby, wedding, anniversary, etc. You do not have to enter your quilt in this category but
may put it in traditional, innovative, art, appliqué, etc.

Miniature/Small: A quilt that is a small version of a large quilt and is 72" or less in circumference.

Challenge: Must meet all challenge criteria. These entries will be voted on at the January guild
meeting. Challenge quilts not meeting requirements will not be voted on or shown at the January
meeting, nor displayed in the quilt show.

Wearable’s: Any quilted item intended to be worn.

Other: Must have three layers, items such as tree skirts, table runners.

Group: Any quilt worked on by two or more persons including commercial quilting.

Comments: Comments about how you came to make your quilt or item make the show much more interesting.
Please give credit if a pattern, book or class inspired your creation. The length of your comments must be
limited to 25 words as there is simply not room on the label or the program for more. If you have a special
story that goes with the quilt but exceeds these guidelines, you can do one of two things. Submit the
information on a display ready sheet with your quilt registration or with the quilt at the drop-off point. Make
sure you submit the information sheet so that it will not get crumpled, ripped or dirty.

Special handling instructions: Please indicate the top of your quilt by pinning a label saying "top" at the top.
This is not necessary if there is an obvious top. Give us any other hanging requirements.

If you sell your quilt through the quilt show, the Store will take a 10% donation for
the Guild.
